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INTRODUCTION AND ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS

Designing and implementing effective traffic safety policies
requires data-driven analysis of traffic collisions. To help in the
policy-making process, the Indiana University Public Policy
Institute (PPI) collaborates with the Indiana Criminal Justice
Institute (ICJI) to analyze data from the Automated Reporting
Information Exchange System (ARIES) database maintained
by the Indiana State Police. Research findings are
summarized in a series of annual fact sheets on various
aspects of traffic collisions, including alcohol-impaired
crashes, children, motorcycles, dangerous driving, occupant
protection, non-motorists, commercial vehicles, and young
drivers. Portions of the content of those reports and in this
County Profile Book are based on guidelines provided by the
U.S. National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA).

The Indiana Officer's Standard Crash Report, completed by
local and state law enforcement officers, contains over 200
data items for each collision reported. These include the date,
time, and location of the collision, the types of vehicle(s)
involved, a description of the events prior to the collision,
conditions at the time of the collision, as well as information
on the driver and other passengers, pedestrians,
pedalcyclists, and animal-drawn vehicle occupants involved in
the collision. These statistics are used to inform the public, as
well as state and national policymakers, on matters of road
safety and serve as the analytical foundation of traffic safety
program planning and design in Indiana.

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NOTES:

Data discrepancies may exist between the 2017 Indiana traffic
safety reports and previous traffic safety publications due to
updates to the Indiana State Police ARIES data that have
occurred since the original publication dates. When
considering reported decreases in 2017 alcohol-impaired
crashes and fatalities, it is also important to note that these
numbers are likely to increase once BAC results reported
after the April 6, 2018, extract are analyzed.
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COUNTY PROFILES

In 2017 in Indiana, there were 219,112 total collisions reported
by law enforcement officers—a decline of 4,793 from 2016.
Among total collisions, 834 were classified as fatal, resulting in
a five-year high of 911 fatalities. An additional 47,980 persons
were known to be injured.

This report also provides driver-level information, including the
number of licensed drivers and drivers involved in crashes by
age group. In 2017, drivers in the 15- to-20-year-old age group
had the highest rates of Indiana collision involvement (1,302
per 10,000 licensed drivers). The licensed driver crash rate per

10,000 was lowest (464) among drivers ages 65 years or older.

Among 341,380 drivers involved in traffic collisions, 1.3
percent (4,456) were involved in alcohol-impaired collisions. A
driver is considered alcohol-impaired when the driver has a
blood alcohol concentration (BAC) test result at or above 0.08
grams per deciliter (g/dL). Alcohol-impaired collisions fell from
4,844 in 2016 to a five-year low of 4,450 in 2017.

In 2017, overall known restraint use for vehicle occupants in
collisions was 91 percent. Of persons killed in traffic collisions,
44 percent were known to be restrained. The rate of restraint
use among occupants in collisions has remained fairly

consistent at 91 percent over the 2013 to 2017 five-year period.

This report provides information on Indiana traffic collisions by
county in 2017. County-level information is included for the
following:

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NOTES

The notes below provide explanations regarding information included in

the county-specific tables and maps.

All Indiana data are extracted from the Indiana State Police Automated

Information Reporting Exchange System (ARIES), as of April 6, 2018.

Totals may differ slightly from other 2017 traffic safety publications.

Universal definitions
a) N/A — not applicable

b) Fatal collisions are those with one or more fatalities.

¢) Injury collisions are those with no fatalities and one or more
incapacitating, non-incapacitating, or possible injuries.

d) Non-fatal injuries are defined as the sum of incapacitating, non-
incapacitating, and possible injury counts.

e) The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA)
defines drivers as alcohol-impaired “when their blood alcohol
concentrations (BAC) are 0.08 grams per deciliter (g/dL) or higher
[and] any fatal crash involving a driver with a BAC of 0.08 or higher
is considered to be an alcohol-impaired-driving crash, and fatalities
occurring in those crashes are considered to be alcohol-impaired-
driving fatalities” (NHTSA DOT HS 812 450, 2017, p. 1).

f) A collision is considered alcohol-impaired when any vehicle driver
involved has a BAC test result at or above 0.08 g/dL.

g) Motorcycles are defined as vehicles reported as motorcycle,
moped, class A and B motor driven cycles, and motorized bicycle
riders.

h) A collision is identified as speed-related if any one of the following
conditions is met: (1) unsafe speed or speed too fast for weather
conditions is listed as the primary or contributing factor of the colli-
sion; (2) a vehicle driver is issued a speeding citation.

i) Restraint use includes only vehicle occupants (drivers and
passengers). Pedestrians, pedalcyclists, and animal-drawn vehicle
operators are excluded. Percentages are based on total counts that
include vehicle occupants identified as restrained, unrestrained,
and unknown restraint usage.

Map - Collisions by injury severity

or non-existing latitude and longitude coordinates.
